Dr King is an author, educator and researcher with over 30 years of clinical experience. She lectures and runs workshops within Australia and internationally for medical professionals and the lay public. 

In 1992 Dr King was a founding member of the Australian Centre for Sexual Health at St Luke's Hospital, Sydney. This centre was Australia's first multi-disciplinary centre for the treatment of sexual dysfunction, research into human sexuality and sex education. Dr King is a Fellow of the Royal Australasian College of Physicians in the Sexual Health Medicine Chapter. She is a past president of ASSERT (Australian Society of Sexual Educators, Researchers and Therapists). For many years Dr King has been a visiting lecturer at the University of NSW in the Medical Faculty. She has served on the editorial boards of the Journal of Sexual and Reproductive Medicine and Sexual Dysfunction.

Dr King is the author of the best-selling book for the public, Good Loving Great Sex about overcoming desire difficulties. She has written a number of textbooks on sexual medicine for primary care physicians.
